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PURPOSE DRIVEN CHURCH MINISTRY

The Rev. Rick Warren’s faithful and generous ministry of the Saddleback Church has great influence on many
people, including me. | have been thinking a lot about how can we at the Shepherd of the Valley Presbyterian
Church (SOTV) to do our ministry with a clear purpose.

I remember helping SOTV ‘s Taiwanese ministry for five months thirteen years ago when there were some young
people in our midst. | see very few young people thirteen years later. | think that it has to do with the problem of
unclear goals and visions. | have been talking and praying with the Rev. Nancy Moore in regard to developing a
young adult ministry.

I would like to take this opportunity to share with you my observation and opinions about the joint activities of the
three services that we had during the last year, reviewing them in the light of the concept of purpose driven, and for
the purpose of setting up our goals in the near future.

It is my opinion that we need to sing more songs of thanksgiving during our Thanksgiving Concert. The purpose of
the concert is not to perform, nor to raise funds. When believers feel that they have been blessed for the year, their
giving will be spontaneous and voluntary.

We did not have a Christmas Eve service two years ago. This year for the first time we invited the Korean
congregation to join us at our Christmas Eve service; there was a positive merry spirit in our midst. At the Maundy
Thursday service members of the Taiwanese and Mandarin language services observed it for the first time this
year: remembering the institution of the Lord’s Supper, Jesus’ example of washing disciple’s feet, and the
commandment to send disciples to share the Good News to all nations.

Our joint Easter worship was a joyful and glorious one. It is so fitting that we sang “No Greater Love” to give
glory and praises to our Risen Lord.

Obviously, the International Festival Day was to celebrate the God given different cultures and ethnicities. The
primary goal is of celebration; fund raising should be secondary. Since we do not have many people, it was not
good for some people to perform so many functions. Our goal is for all people to enjoy themselves, not to burn
some people out. In contrast, the plan to have a parking lot sale on October 8, 2011 (Saturday) is to raise funds.
Our stewardship committee decided the entire proceeds should be used for replacing the carpet in the sanctuary.

I would like to share with you again the great ends of the church as it is spelled out in the PCUSA’s constitution:

1. To proclaim the Gospel of salvation for humankind; 2. Shelter, nurture and spiritual fellowship of the children of
God; 3. Maintenance of divine worship; 4. Preservation of the truth; 5. Promotion of social righteousness;

6. Exhibition of the beauty of the kingdom of Heaven.

Traditionally and in general, PCUSA churches have been doing well in areas of maintenance of divine worship and
promotion of social righteousness. So the immediate goal of SOTV, in my estimation, is that we need to focus on
numbers one and two of the great ends of the church, namely to equip and nurture ourselves so that we can
proclaim the gospel together.

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Valley Housing Partners — Thank You SOTV

With the generous prayers and funds from SOTV church members in May, Valley
Housing Partners is able to help a homeless family.

A few weeks ago, Valley Housing Partners was presented with the opportunity to help a
single Mom, Erica, who has 5 children ages 6, 8, 9, 13, and 14. She works at two jobs:
department store clerk and cleaning houses. Because she is homeless, all the kids are
living separately in friends’ or relatives’ homes. Volunteers of America (VOA) assessed
the family and recommended the family to be a VHP client.

The VHP program consists of the following:

1. VOA provides case management and counseling and looks for various supportive
services for the family; VOA also does site inspection and monitoring once the family
moves into the apartment.

2. VHP pays rent for the apartment.

3. The client affiliates with a church so the church can provide volunteer opportunities
for the family as well as provide a support system.

VHP did not have the funds to house the family for at least 12 months, which it feels
would be the minimum time for the family to be together and to stabilize their lives.
When VHP requested prayers and funds at the beginning of May donations poured in,
raising enough funds to pay for security deposit and the first month’s rent. With these
funds, VHP was also able to make a commitment to house the family.

The prayers were also heard by someone else. A few weeks after VHP made the
commitment. VHP received a generous grant of $18,000 from a Christian organization.
